Re: Request for the following:

(1) A copy of all data collected to establish that the Intoxilyzer 5000 meets the requirements of precision and accuracy by the Georgia Bureau of Investigations.

(2) All of the data from all of the records for all of the files that are downloaded from    the Intoxilyzer 5000 serial number 68-013386 for the time period March 1, 2012 through the present date. This request includes, but is not limited to: subject files, maintenance files, diagnostic files, calibration files, operational error files, quick tests and instrument files. NOTE: File names may not be exactly as requested but the intent of this item is to receive all transferred/downloaded files. Any data fields, records or files that are not provided must be clearly identified.

(3) Identification of the source(s) for the alcohol reference standards (both simulator solutions and dry gasses) used and the quality assurance measures taken during the preparation, analysis and handling of the standards.

(4) Identification of all steps taken by the Georgia Bureau of Investigations to verify the concentration of the alcohol reference standards used for the calibration of the Intoxilyzer 5000. Included in this request is the specific identification of the number of samples analyzed per “batch”.

(5)  All laboratory data reflecting the analysis or verification of concentration of the alcohol reference standard(s) used with the Intoxilyzer 5000 serial number 68-013386 for the time period March 1, 2012 through the present date.

(6)   The complete instrument history file for the Intoxilyzer 5000 serial number 68-013386.  This request includes, but is not limited to, maintenance, repairs or calibrations conducted by the manufacturer or other service center; and any computer data collected and transferred, via modem or other means, to the Georgia Bureau of Investigations or other monitoring agency for diagnostic and or troubleshooting purposes.

(7) The complete maintenance history for all simulators used with the Intoxilyzer 5000 serial number 68-013386 for the time period March 1, 2012 through the present date. Specifically, this item is asking for documentation that verifies that any and all simulators used in connection with this Intoxilyzer 5000 have been maintained and calibrated as per the manufacturer’s specifications and/or State regulations. [If dry gas were utilized comparable documentation for the gauges, flow detectors and pressure sensors would be expected. If dry gas were used the calibration history of the barometric pressure sensor is also requested.]
